BREAKFAST CLUB

If your child arrives at school between 8.30am and 8.40am,
they receive a breakfast free of charge.

All children who wish to attend Breakfast Club must arrive by
8.30am at the latest. There is no need to book in advance,
you can just turn up on the day, however you will need to
have registered (forms available from the office
or on the website—nhttps://
www.stonebroom.derbyshire.sch.uk/parents/
letters.)
